4

‘‘(B) SPECIAL RULE.—For purposes of 5

this subpart, an expenditure for a service pro-6

vided by a family resource center may be treat-7

ed as an expenditure for any 1 or more of fam-8

ily support services, family preservation serv-9

ices, family reunification services, or adoption 10

promotion and support services as long as the 11

expenditure is related to serving the children 12

and families in the specified category and con-13

sistent with the overall purpose of the cat-14

egory.’’.

16

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall reduce the 17

burden of administering this part imposed on the recipi-18

ents of funds under this part, by— 19

‘‘(1) reviewing and revising administrative data 20

collection instruments and forms to eliminate dupli-21

cation and streamline reporting requirements for the 22

recipients while collecting all data required under 23

this part; 24
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‘‘(2) in coordination with activities required 1

under the Paperwork Reduction Act, conducting an 2

analysis of the total number of hours reported by 3

the recipients to comply with paperwork require-4

ments and exploring, in consultation with the recipi-5

ents, how to reduce the number of hours required 6

for the compliance by at least 15 percent; 7

‘‘(3) collecting input from the recipients with 8

respect to fiscal and oversight requirements and 9

making changes to ensure consistency with stand-10

ards and guidelines for other Federal formula grant 11

programs based on the input; and 12

‘‘(4) respecting the sovereignty of Indian tribes 13

when complying with this subsection. 14

‘‘(b) LIMITATION ON APPLICABILITY.—Subsection 15

(a) of this section shall not apply to any reporting or data 16

collection otherwise required by law that would affect the 17

ability of the Secretary to monitor and ensure compliance 18

with State plans approved under this part or ensure that 19

funds are expended consistent with this part. 20

‘‘SEC. 442. PUBLIC ACCESS TO STATE PLANS. 21

‘‘The Secretary shall— 22

‘‘(1) create a standardized format for State 23

plans required under sections 422 and 432 used to 24

monitor compliance with those sections; 25
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‘‘(2) produce comparisons and analyses of 1

trends in State plans to inform future technical as-2

sistance and policy development; 3

‘‘(3) make the State plans available on a public 4

website; and 5

‘‘(4) include on the website aggregated national 6

summaries of State submissions as the Secretary 7

deems appropriate.’’. 8

(2) IMPLEMENTATION.—Within 2 years after 9

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 10

of Health and Human Services shall— 11

(A) comply with section 441 of the Social 12

MENTS.—Out of any amount appropriated pursuant to 17

section 425 for a fiscal year, the Secretary shall reserve 18

3 percent for grants to Indian tribes and tribal organiza-19

tions, which shall be paid directly to Indian tribes and 20

tribal organizations with a plan approved under this sub-21

part, in accordance with section 433(a).’’. 22

422(b)(9) of this Act. The technical assistance plan shall 9

be based on data sufficient to assess State strengths and 10

areas for improvement in implementing Federal standards 11

established under the Indian Child Welfare Act of 1978, 12

including, at a minimum, the following: 13

‘‘(1) Timely identification of Indian children 14

and extended family members. 15

‘‘(2) Timely tribal notice of State child custody 16

proceedings involving an Indian child. 17

‘‘(3) Reports of cases in which a transfer of ju-18

risdiction (as defined under the Indian Child Wel-19

fare Act of 1978) was granted or was not granted, 20

and reasons specified for denial in cases where 21

transfer was denied. 22

‘‘(4) In cases in which a State court orders a 23

foster care placement of an Indian child, whether re-24

quirements for active efforts to prevent the breakup 25
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of the Indian family, testimony of a qualified expert 1

witness, and evidentiary standards were met. 2

‘‘(5) Whether an Indian child was placed in a 3

placement that is required to be preferred under the 4

Indian Child Welfare Act of 1978, and if not, the 5

reasons specified. 6

‘‘(6) In cases in which a State court orders the 7

termination of parental rights to an Indian child, 8

whether requirements for active efforts to prevent 9

the breakup of the Indian family, testimony of a 10

qualified expert witness, and evidentiary standards 11

were met.

         If the Secretary of Health and Human Services determines that State legislation (other than legislation appropriating funds) is required in order for a State plan developed pursuant to part B of title IV of the Social Security Act to meet the additional requirements imposed by the amendments made by this Act, the plan shall not be regarded as failing to meet any of the additional requirements before the 1st day of the 1st calendar quarter beginning after the first regular session of the State legislature that begins after the date of the enactment of this Act. For purposes of the preceding sentence, if the State has a 2-year legislative session, each year of the session is deemed to be a separate regular session of the State legislature.

         Application to programs operated by Indian tribal organizations
         In the case of an Indian tribe, tribal organization, or tribal consortium that the Secretary of Health and Human Services determines requires time to take action necessary to comply with the additional requirements imposed by the amendments made by this Act (whether the tribe, organization, or tribal consortium has a plan under section 479B of the Social Security Act or a cooperative agreement or contract entered into with a State), the Secretary shall provide the tribe, organization, or tribal consortium with such additional time as the Secretary determines is necessary for the tribe, organization, or tribal consortium to take the action to comply with the additional requirements before being regarded as failing to comply with the requirements.
